	English

This term we will be teaching the children how to write creatively using a number of different mediums to inspire them.  We will also be finding out about authors and reading different stories, as well as using information texts and looking at their features.

We will be developing speaking and listening skills through role play connected to our books and topics.

We will teach spelling, punctuation and grammar to help children improve their writing. We will also continue to teach a range of reading strategies and comprehension skills. Children will be expected to spell most of the Year 2 common exception words from memory.
It is very important that you continue to read to your child as well as listening to them read daily.

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Mathematical Development 
We will be teaching the children to develop a range of strategies to solve addition, subtraction, multiplication and division problems. We will also teach them to count in multiples of 2, 3, 5 and 10 from any given number.

The children will continue to work with money, solving real life problems involving buying and giving change. 

We will be learning to develop our reasoning skills. Children will be expected to explain their reasoning using mathematical language when solving problems. 
We will be continuing to teach the children to use measuring implements; rulers, scales and measuring jugs accurately.
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In geometry we will be developing the concepts of shape and pattern including finding lines of symmetry in 2D shapes. We will also be learning to compare shapes by discussing similarities and differences. 
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Computing
Children will learn how to use various paint programs to create pictures in the style of impressionism, pointillism and surrealism.
They will also be learning how to present ideas including stories and fact files.


	Science

This term we will be looking at different materials and their properties. The children will investigate which fabric will make a bedroom dark and which material makes the best teabag. The children will be asked to work independently and as part of a group to produce tables and charts to present their findings.
	History
In history we will be learning about travel and transport. This will include how travel and transport has changed, early travel and a history of cars, trains and flight.
Geography 
Children will begin to have a better understanding of the wider world. This will include naming and locating the world’s seven continents and five oceans.  

They will use geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features and human features.
	Art 

The children will be developing their art skills through drawing and paint, and looking at famous sea pictures linked to our topic.

They will also be exploring how to create different shades of a particular colour using white paint. 
Children will be looking at sculpture to develop and share ideas, experiences and imagination.
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Physical development.
In gymnastics we will be developing our control and coordination through travelling, jumping and landing. We will be applying our skills to create a sequence.

In games we will focus on sending and receiving which will include hitting and striking. In dance children will using dynamics to develop a dance.
